• TestsTestsTestsTests – Given at the conclusion of each 
unit, Unit Assessments are administered to 
determine mastery of content covered.  
Unit tests are always announced at least 
one week in advance. 

• Quizzes and LabsQuizzes and LabsQuizzes and LabsQuizzes and Labs – Quizzes are 
administered regularly (approx. once a 
week), can be in a variety of formats, and 
may or may not be announced. 

• Projects Projects Projects Projects – Each unit will incorporate a 
project that should be completed with 
maximum effort.  Unit projects will be 
introduced at the beginning of the unit, and 
submitted on the given deadline.

Articles are distributed on Mondays, with 
associated work collected each Friday. 

• Science NotebScience NotebScience NotebScience Notebooks ooks ooks ooks – All current science 
work will be brought to class daily in a one-
inch 3 ring binder.  A log of all work 
completed will be kept in the front of the 
binder , and each student will be graded 
according to how well the notebook reflects 
the work completed in the unit.  Notebooks 
are stapled together and collected on the 
day of each Unit Test.

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Each student may submit one current science news article (published within the past 7 
days) each Friday for one extra credit point toward his/her marking period grade.  If 
selected from the newspaper, the article must be cut out and attached to a sheet of 
printer or construction paper and include a one-paragraph summary.  Articles selected 
from an internet source may be printed out in a manner that provides the source and 
date of publication.  Submissions that do not meet the Extra Credit requirements will 
not be accepted.
